The 32™ meeting of the ICCM for the Global Fund to fight AIDS, TB and Malaria
(GFATM) was held at 4.30 p.m. on 25t July, 2008 at Nirman Bhavan, New Delhi. The list of

The Chair of the ICCM, Shri Naresh Dayal, Secretary (Health), Government of India
chaired the meeting. The agenda of the meeting included the endorsement of extension of
grants under Round-II, 11T and a part of the Round-VI of HIV/AIDS under the RCC proposal;
to take a view on the 2™ PR under the RCC proposal; to select the SR for implementation of
the Smart Card component of Round-IV through an open and transparent system; and to
permit the PR under Round-VI from HIV/AIDS Alliance to front load on some of their

activities being implemented.

Agenda Item No. 1: Finalization and Endorsement of minutes of the 31%
India CCM meeting.

Shri Naresh Dayal, Chair of the ICCM welcomed all the members and initiated the
discussions by seeking comments, if any, on the minutes of 31* meeting which had already
been circulated to all the members. As there were no comments, the minutes were
confirmed.

Agenda Item No. 2 : Endorsement of Extension of Grants of HIV/AIDS
under Round-II, IIT and part of Round-VI under RCC.

(i) MS. K. Sujatha Rao, Additional Secretary & Director General, NACO briefed the
members on the steps taken to incorporate the suggestions made at the previous meeting on
implementing the project proposal. Ms. Sai Subhasree Raghavan of SATHI, regretting her
inability to attend the previous meeting, indicated that she had some concerns which could be

considered before finalizing the RCC proposals. The concerns were as under:-

» Inadequate coverage of private sector involvement,
» Need to ensure a more elaborate explanation of linkages in the overall delivery
system.
* Non-mention of interventions regarding home deliveries.
* Inadequate explanation of the civil society component, particularly important in view
of the decision to drop the NGO component which was a part of Round-1I. To explain the
grounds of sustainability and cost effectiveness.
